The holes shown are the best locations to route the refrigerant lines, condensate drain, and 
electric.  For installations where the line set will be accessible on the backside of the wall, use the 
alternate route.  When the line set will be run inside the wall before the drywall is installed, use 
the suggested route.  This will leave the flare connections exposed so they can be connected after 
the walls are finished.
